ProEconomy’s fight with the department
of health over the wording in the HTM 04 has
finally been resolved. ProEconomy forced the De-
partment of Health, under the freedom of infor-
mation act, to reveal its evidence that had re-
solved it to bizarrely refer to the temperature
control regime in the HTM 04 as ‘preferred’. The
Department of Health produced 31 scientific pa-
pers that apparently supported the temperature
regime. On inspection none of these papers actu-
ally supported it and oddly 7 were in favour of
the alternative, silver and copper ionisation sys-
tem that is used by ProEconomy.

In May of this year, ProEconomy forced
the issue in the House of Commons and finally
reached a successful conclusion. In an embarrass-
ing upset to the Department of Health, ProEcon-
omy produced it's condemning evidence regard-
ing the inefficiencies of the temperature control
regime.

They were delighted when the Depart-
ment of Health stipulated that they did_notprefer
one method of water treatment over another, just
that they viewed the temperature control regime
to be the traditional system. In fact, the Depart-
ment of Health did not understand why ProEcon-
omy had been so worried, since the word
‘preferred’ had only been written in the introduc-
tion and had no relevance to the actual HTM 04
guidelines. If any more clarity was needed, the
Department of Health made it clear that they
were happy as long as a recognised form of Le-
gionella control, such as copper and silver ionisa-
tion, is used.

ProEconomy have now been asked by the
Department of Health to contribute to amend-
ments to the HTM 04.
